The Sheriff's Office will return as planned to continue the conversation about compensation for exempt Sheriff's Office 
exempt staff and to give an overview of the Stonegarden Grant.  FYI, here is the excerpt from the 1/27/09 minutes:  The 
Sheriff’s Office requested the Board consider overtime compensation for exempt employees Chief Deputy Terry Bandemer 
and Captain Tobi Eidsmoe. These positions are exempt and there is no compensation for hours worked in excess of 42. 
This would allow the Sheriff to authorize overtime compensation in specific situations including natural disasters, high level 
criminal cases, times when the department is short staffed, and for special operations including the Federal Stonegarden 
Grant. The Board requested this discussion be tabled until the February 3, 2009 Board meeting.
