Authorization to purchase grant funding communication equipment for our area public safety entities was approved by the 

Board on June 9, 2009.

As of August 1, 2009 the State of MN has made law that administrative citations are legal in the state of MN.  Under the 

new law,  citations will increase in cost for $50 to $60.00 per violation.  60% of the money will go to the agency that writes 

the citation (in our case Roseau County) and 40% will go to the state.

At the May 26, 2009 Board meeting, Commissioner Rasmussen suggested that the county should be doing a better job of 

enforcing weight restrictions.  Rasmussen noted that overweight vehicles are causing substantial damage on our roads and 

that the county is not in a position to be able to fund the repairs.  He noted that the Highway Department spends a lot of 

time and energy installing weight restitution signs and that it is a waste of time if enforcement is not taking place.  

Coordinator Klein spoke to Captain Tobi Eidsmoe who schedule a meeting with State Trooper Nick Robertson and Sheriff

State Patrol Officer Nick Robertson met with Sheriff Jule Hanson, Tobi Eidsmoe, and myself regarding 

questions on enforcement of road restrictions.   

Officer Robertson noted that it is never a waste of time to sign roads for weight restrictions.  He noted 

that in addition to damaging roads, overweight vehicles may put themselves in danger driving on roads 

that don’t have the capacity to handle the weight, and in particular certain bridges.  Should such a 

vehicle crash or break through a bridge, if the county has not signed the roads, they would be liable.  

Trooper Robertson noted that the State patrol primarily monitors state roads and some CSAH.  He noted 

that  they have been directed NOT to sit on township roads and look for overweight vehicles.  This is due 

to public outcry for being fined for violations and the political fall-out of that activity.   

Trooper Robertson advised the group that while he is all in favor of enforcement of weight restrictions, 

that it is political suicide.  He referenced a recent situation where a driver in the Badger area was 

significantly over weight and had a number of other violations.  He noted that the initial fine for the 

violations was in excess of $20,000.  Robertson noted that in the case the county could also have sued 

the individual civilly to pay for any damage to the road.  Robertson noted this was mitigated down – but 

that it led to legislators being contacted and a town hall meeting etc.   While he understood the concern 

about the roads in Roseau County, he questioned whether this is something the county board would 

really like to take on at this time.   

Trooper Roberston suggested a number of possibilities:  

A. If the county is serious about enforcement, the State Patrol would cover the cost of training 

officers to be able to be “weight” certified to do the stops.  He noted it is a three day training 

and to do it right all officers should receive the training.  In this case the county would also have 

to purchase portable scales as by statute you cannot legally make a truck drive more than 5 

miles one way out of their way to be weighed.   Robertson got a very good quote on the 

purchase of scales at $800 each.  We would need a min of two per car. We would also need to 

carry around two other pieces of boards to place under another set of tires.  

B. Invite the  Truck Division to come to Roseau County and spend more time on enforcement 

C. Request a weight restriction enforcement saturation  campaign during times of particular 

vulnerability on roads.  This could be a weeklong event that involved public education. 

D. The County Engineer can lower weight restrictions even further should he note that a particular 

road is being damaged.   

E. Engineer can request the truck division come to Roseau County at any time and do a short term 

saturation.  For example in Kittson County Engineer Bengston requests extra enforcement 

during beet harvest season.  

F. Could request that vehicles be stopped and inspected vs weighed and use the opportunity to 

educate the driver about weight restrictions and the damage to roads and potential 

consequences etc.

Sheriff's Office #3

Historically the Roseau County Sheriff's Department had a system where they were able to monitor various alarms for 

cities, businesses and some local residents.  When the new jail was being designed, the Board had a conversation with the 

SO regarding the feasibility of continuation of this practice.  The county would have had to purchase equipment in excess of 

$10,000 and to insure that the alarms were monitored, would have to hire additional staff to perform this function.  The new 

design of the detention center and the supervision model separated the tasks of the jailer/correctional officer  and the 

dispatch personnel and added additional duties to both positions.   In addition to the expense, this service was not being 

offered uniformly through-out the county. Some business were receiving the service and others were not.  As well, it was 

noted that by Roseau County providing this service for free, it was in direct competition with the private sector.  There are at 

least two local businesses that provide this service.  Based on these and other factors, the Board agreed to discontinue the 

practice.   Commissioner Foldesi has received several calls regarding the Board's decision to discontinue this service and 

requested that the item be placed on the agenda for further discussion.
