And the summary of auditor warrants, as follows: $ 35,060.92 and $16,208.04
MCIT Account Representative Gail Sater met with the Board and reviewed the 2006 Annual Report.  The report is on file in the Coordinator’s office and the Auditor’s office. 

Site Manager Arnold Pederson met with the Board to give an update on the jail and social service construction projects.   The project continues to be on schedule and on budget. 
The Board heard the following committee and other meeting reports:  i.) KaMaR;  ii.) Building Committee; iii.) Soil & Water; iv.) Roseau River Watershed; v.) Two Rivers Watershed; vi.) DNR/Kittson County Road Establishment Meeting; vii.) Lake of the Woods Water Sustainability Conference; viii.) Northwest Regional Development Commission Committee on Aging; ix.)Greenbush Feedlot Ordinance Public Meeting; and x.) BISF OHV Trail Planning Committee. 

Chair Swanson publicly thanked Commissioners Johnston and Walker for their work on the BISF Trail Planning Committee. 


Sheriff Jule Hanson introduced the two newest members of the Roseau Sheriff’s Department: Civil Process Clerk Brandy Christian and Chief Deputy Terry Bandemer.  
Sheriff Jule Hanson and Chief Deputy Terry Bandemer met with the Board to discuss participating the in the Crimestoppers program.   This is a non-law enforcement crime reduction program.  The unit that Roseau County would join is headquartered in Ontario and is the first international Crimestoppers program.  Counties located along the Canadian Border benefit by collaborating with Canadian law enforcement efforts.  The cost is $1.00 per person excluding the contributions of individual municipalities that contribute.   Crimestoppers would field all the calls and provide local law enforcement with tips.   All calls are screened and the confidentiality of informants is maintained.  The Board would like to hear more and requested that Sheriff Hanson invite Gary Potter to a future Board meeting to give a presentation. 

Engineer Brian Ketring met with the Board.   Commissioners Rasmussen and Swanson advised the Board that an agreement had been reached with the Roseau County Highway Employee’s Association.   The terms of the agreement include approval of a 3% cost of living increase and a Memo of Understanding outlining a one-year trial run of the accrual of compensatory time on a daily basis for hours worked in excess of 8.  

Engineer Ketring requested the Board approve a call for bids on three seal coat projects on the following construction maintenance projects: CP 0701, CSAH No. 8 Seal Coat from CSAH 3 east to TH 89; CP 0702, CSAH No. 4 Seal Coat from CSAH 3 east to TH 89; and CP 0704, CSAH No 4 Seal Coat from TH 89 east to Hayes Lake State Park.

The Board approved a call for bids on two motor graders.  Both items are included in the approved 2007 Highway Department budget.  The Board approved a call for bids on the 2007 herbicide supply.  
Engineer Ketring advised the Board that spring weight restrictions are on and requested the Board approve two requests for variances.  Jim Kukowski has requested a load variance on CSAH 6 east of TH 32 to his seed plant, a distance of slightly over ½ mile; and Cenex Bulk Plant has requested a load variance on CSAH 28 north of TH 11 to the Bulk Plant.

The Board discussed and agreed to re-activate the Sheriff’s Committee and appointed Sheriff Jule Hanson, Chief Deputy Terry Bandemer, Captain Tobi Eidsmoe, Commissioners Rasmussen and Johnston, Coordinator Klein, and County Attorney Lisa Hanson to the Sheriff’s Department Committee. 

The Board will convene its next regular meeting at 8:30 a.m. on March 27, 2007.
